How to do the jobs of Philosopher, History Detective, and Psychoanalyst
You will complete these jobs together each meeting according to the pages you just completed.  The answers will be placed on your group discussion work sheet.
Philosopher:  Tell the significant themes presented in the pages (what lesson is the author intending for you to learn during this particular part of the book).  Do some deep thinking and come up with at least two of them together.

History Detective:  Recognize the historical significance of the action in these pages.  In historical fiction, tell specific events that resulted only because of the history surrounding the story.  In mystery, tell things that could not have been possible in another time period (they couldn't have used a phone in 1800 or a time machine in 2007).

Psychoanalyst:  Recognize things that are unique about this author.  What do you like and dislike about him or her based on these pages of the book?  Make some comparisons to other mediums (music, movies, books, poems, video games, plays, etc.)
